Dear Editor/Publisher,

Please consider printing (my title) on postconsumer recycled paper in order to support the movement within the marketplace that will help to protect endangered forests. Every ton of 100% postconsumer recycled paper that displaces a ton of non-recycled paper saves the equivalent of up to 24 mature trees, over 10,000 gallons of water, and 2,200 pounds of greenhouse gases. In addition, as publishers begin to use paper with fiber from FSC (Forest Stewardship Council) forests, it serves to safeguard Endangered Forests.
As a supporting author of Green Press Initiative, a nonprofit program dedicated to increasing the use of endangered forest-friendly paper, I would urge you to follow their  guidelines for acceptable paper choices. They are:

· Postconsumer Content
30% postconsumer recycled fiber content is the minimum that Green Press Initiative members must strive for. However, we encourage publishers and authors to print their books on 50% to 100% postconsumer recycled paper from the outset because more natural resources are saved. 

· FSC Certified Virgin Fiber or Alternative Fiber Content
If a book is not printed on 100% postconsumer recycled paper, then the remaining fiber content should be in one or a mixture of the following categories: 

· FSC Certified virgin fiber

· Preconsumer recycled fiber 

· Non-wood fiber including but not limited to (agricultural by-products, kenaf, hemp, or other) 
Bleaching Process
It is suggested that you preference papers that are Processed Chlorine Free (PCF) subject to availability. 
Inks
If possible, publishers are encouraged to print with vegetable-based or other biodegradable inks that are free of heavy metals and release less VOC's (volatile organic compounds). 
Green Press Initiative is also a source for information on price and availability of recycled papers. I hope we can work together to publish my book in the most sustainable way that is financially possible. Thanks.
